The purpose of this program is to create access to economic
development and a safe, culturally informed environment for women
to learn new skKills, build confidence and have an empowered sense of
personal agency. The women in the social enterprise work together to
sew high-quality women’s accessories and home decor items, which
are sold on our website and at local craft markets.

Our Women's Empowerment and Leadership (WEL) Institute is designed
to empower refugee and migrant women in the Tampa Bay area
through capacity building, education, and advocacy. Programs focus
on leadership development, personal growth, and overall well-being.
